Victims’ Rights
   

As a victim of crime or a family member of a victim, 
you have many rights designed to assure that you and your 
interests are protected before, during and after the court 
proceedings in your case.   Some of these rights are:
n  To be informed about the status of your case, including 
investigation, arrest and prosecution of the suspect(s)
n  To have your name, which appears on court paperwork, 
withheld from public disclosure if you are a victim of sexual 
assault, domestic violence, stalking or  a hate crime 
n  To be assisted if called as a witness 
n  To be granted court orders barring the defendant from 
further harming or harassing you 
n  To be notified, when and if, the suspect/defendant in your 
case is released from custody 
	 The Sheriff’s Department’s Victim Information & 
Notification Everyday (VINE) program provides automatic 
telephone notification to victims regarding release of 
inmates from the Los Angeles County jail system.  Please 
call 1-877-VINE-4-LA (1-877-846-3452) to register for 
notification.  This service does not cover state prisons or jails 
in other counties.
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Covered expenses:

	 Medical, dental, mental health counseling, funeral/
burial, relocation, job retraining and loss of income 
or support are covered if they are the direct result of 
a crime. In addition, certain expenses are covered for 
persons disabled by a crime.  The law limits the amount 
of reimbursement and provides that other available 
sources of reimbursement must be used first.  For more 
information visit  www.calvcp.ca.gov.
 

Victim Assistance

	 The District Attorney’s Victim-Witness Assistance 
Program is available in courthouses and police stations 
throughout the county to assist crime victims who 
suffered injury or were threatened with injury.

In addition to helping victims obtain restitution and 
compensation, victim services representatives provide 
crisis-intervention services and necessary referrals to crime 
victims and their families, guide crime victims through the 
court process and help in requesting the return of personal 
property used as evidence.
	 Victim services representatives work closely with 
prosecutors and are specially trained to help children, 
elders, disabled persons and victims of  sexual assault, 
domestic violence and gang crime who have specialized 
needs.  Staff members are available to assist victims in 
several languages.

n  To attend all court proceedings and, if you choose, be 
accompanied by a victim services representative or other 
support person 
n  To attend sentencing proceedings and tell the court about 
the crime’s impact on you and your family 
n   To have the court order restitution for your crime-related 
losses
n  To be notified of all parole hearings and to provide 
information for consideration before a decision is made to 
release the convict 
n To be notified of the convict’s release or escape from 
prison or his/her death 

To assure notification and to help bring about the 
collection of court-ordered restitution, a victim must 
complete the California Department of Corrections and 
Rehabilitation (CDCR) Request for Victim Services Form 
1707 and always keep the CDCR’s Office of Victim and Survivor 
Rights and Services informed of his/her current address.  To 
obtain the form and filing instructions call 1-877-256-6877 or 
visit www.cdcr.ca.gov/victim _services.   A victim services 
representative can assist a victim in completing this form.

California Victim 
Compensation Program

Who is eligible for compensation?

n  A survivor of a victim who dies as a direct result of a crime
n  A crime victim who suffers physical or emotional injury 
or threat of injury during the crime, including crimes of child 
abuse or sexual assault 
n  A qualified primary caretaker of a minor victim
n  Family members who witnessed the crime
n  People legally dependent on qualifying victims for support
n  Anyone who takes legal responsibility and/or pays for the 
medical or funeral/burial expenses of a victim who dies as a 
direct result of a crime

Requirements: 
n  The victim must cooperate with law enforcement in the 
investigation of the crime.
n  The victim must cooperate in the prosecution of the 
criminal case. 
n  The victim cannot have knowingly or willingly 
participated in the crime.
